Wednesday 

Write it out. How much of the day belongs to God or to you? 

How can you worship the Lord in daily activities? 

Take time to confess and worship God in His day today.

Saturday 

How much more might we love God if we always considered His glory? 

How can you actively praise God all day today? 

Prepare to worship tomorrow only pleasing God alone.

-Pray before you start. Jesus is called the Word so how 
better to know Him that to study the word? Ask Him to 
help you understand and know Him better. 
-Highlight and note. Don’t be afraid to note your victo-
ries and struggles in your Bible.
