Name a time when you were falsely accused. What was your reaction? 

What is true and what is false in Sanballat’s letter? 

Pray today, all day, for a particular brother or sister in Christ.

Saturday 

How might we discern a message from God or the enemy? 

What are you doing to ensure you know who the messages are from? 

Today, memorize Proverbs 18:10. What does it mean to you?
